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WISCONSIN LOCAL EMPLOYMENT & UNEMPLOYMENT ESTIMATES RELEASED

MADISON — The Department of Workforce Development (DWD) today released the U.S. Bureau of Labor
Statistics (BLS) preliminary estimates of unemployment and employment statistics in September for metro areas,
major cities and counties in the state of Wisconsin. In brief, the estimates showed:

e Metropolitan Statistical Areas: Preliminary unemployment rates (not seasonally adjusted) declined in all 12
metro areas between August and September, and year over year. The September 2012 rates ranged from 4.6
percent in metro Madison to 7.9 percent in metro Janesville.

e Municipalities: Of 32 municipalities with at least 25,000 residents, all had declines between August and
September, and all but one had declines year over year. Stevens Point had no change in its rate year over
year. Rates ranged from 3.2 percent in Caledonia to 10.7 percent in Racine.

e Counties: Of 72 counties, all had declines between August and September and all but two had declines year
over year. lowa County’s rate increased by 0.1 percent to 4.9 percent; Iron County’s rate increased by 0.5
percent to 8.9 percent. Rates ranged from 4.3 percent in Pierce to 13.7 percent in Menominee.

The BLS preliminary unemployment estimates for cities, counties and metro areas are based on Unemployment
Insurance claims and a monthly survey of 1,450 Wisconsin households (0.06 percent), called the Local Area
Unemployment Statistics (LAUS). Additional place of work data, available at the state metro levels only, is based
on a monthly survey of approximately 5,500 Wisconsin employers (3.5 percent), called the Current Employment
Statistics (CES). The CES data series is volatile and subject to significant revisions. Revised totals for all months
in 2012 and the second half of 2011 will undergo further refinement during an annual benchmarking process in
early 2013.

The most accurate count of jobs data, the Quarterly Census of Employment and Wages (QCEW), is based on a

census of approximately 96 percent of Wisconsin employers. DWD recently submitted unemployment insurance

(Ul) records for the first three months of 2012 to the federal government. The Ul administrative data show private
sector job growth of 37,464 from March 2011 to March 2012. The federal government will incorporate the data in
its next QCEW release covering the first quarter of 2012 for all states.

Other indicators that help illustrate the state of Wisconsin’s economy include:

o Department of Revenue recently reported revenue collections were up by 4.7 percent in fiscal year 2012,
exceeding May estimates.

o Department of Financial Institutions new business formation: up this year by 8.8 percent through the first
six months of 2012 compared to the same period in 2011.

e A decline this calendar year in initial and weekly DWD Unemployment Insurance claims.
