Bay College is proud to be an Assigned School through the National Certification Board for Therapeutic 
Massage and BodyWork (NCBTMB). This 625-hour massage program prepares students for the 
Massage and BodyWork Licensure Examination (MBLEX). 
 
The MBLEX exam is separate from this program. After completing this program, a student must pass the 
MBLEX and then to apply for a license in the state in which they plan to work. 
 

Program Requirements? 

• Applicants must be at least eighteen (18) years of age 

• Pass a background check 

• Hold a high school diploma or equivalent 

• Be physically capable of giving and receiving massage 

• Pass instructor interview: this interview process is to ensure the trainee understands the scope 
of the training, code of ethics and expectations before moving forward with 
payment/registration.
