You’ll emerge with analytical skills,
critical thinking skills, and go on to practice in organizations
fostering service and commitment to serve local, national, and
international organizations.

There are two concentrations to choose from: leadership, and
management of criminal justice. Whichever concentration you
choose, you will have the option to combine an internship or
project in exploration of career opportunities in these fields.
The internship will provide you an opportunity to exercise, in a
practical manner, the skills, knowledge and responsibilities of
a practitioner.
