To distribute the Workforce Investment Act (WIA), Lower Living Standard Income Level (LLSIL) for use
in establishing participant income eligibility in WIA and other federally funded assisted programs.
These new guidelines include the 70% LLSIL and 100% LLSIL. On February 2, 2007, the federal
poverty level guidelines were sent to you with WIA Policy Update 07-02. You may review this policy
update at http://dwd.wisconsin.gov/dwdwia/policy.htm.

These LLSIL guidelines went into effect on June 4, 2007.
