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BLS Data: Wisconsin Adds 4,900 Total Non-Farm Jobs, 6,000 Private-Sector
Jobs in January

Benchmarked data shows 22,600 private-sector, 21,600 total non-farm jobs added over year

MADISON — The Wisconsin Department of Workforce Development (DWD) today released the U.S. Bureau of
Labor Statistics (BLS) preliminary employment estimates for the month of January. The data showed Wisconsin
added 4,900 total non-farm jobs in January. Wisconsin added 6,000 private-sector jobs with a significant 5,200
jobs added in the retail sector. After BLS benchmarking of 2018 monthly data, Wisconsin added 22,600 private-
sector jobs over the year from January 2018 to January 2019. Wisconsin's unemployment rate remained at 3
percent in January.

In brief:

¢ Place of Residence Data: Wisconsin's preliminary, seasonally adjusted unemployment rate in January
was unchanged at 3 percent. The national unemployment rate was 4 percent. Wisconsin's labor force
participation rate in January was 67.6 percent.

e Place of Work Data: Wisconsin added 4,900 total non-farm jobs and 6,000 private-sector jobs in January.
Construction added 2,200 jobs while manufacturing added 1,100 jobs. The retail sector added 5,200 jobs
in January. Over the year, Wisconsin added 21,600 total non-farm jobs and 22,600 private-sector jobs with
6,600 manufacturing and 5,300 construction jobs added over the same period.

"Today's release by BLS shows that employers across many industry sectors expanded their employment in
January, an encouraging sign for workers and good news for Wisconsin's economic trajectory," DWD
Secretary-designee Caleb Frostman said. "Under the leadership of Governor Evers, DWD will continue to
advocate for and assist workers with acquiring employment that provides an honest day's pay for an honest
day's work."
